Akishino, who watched the M45 10, 000m final.  Munich Olympic gold medalist Frank Shorter of the USA
was neck and neck with Omer Van Noten of Belgium. Omer went on to win the gold. In the W50
10, 000m, Ursula Odermatt from Switzerland set a new world record, and waved the Swiss fag on the
track in response to cheers from the watching crowd. Elaine Statham of Great Britain stormed to
victory in the W45 section of the same event, her third straight world victory,

The lively support of primary and junior high school pupils could be heard coming from the stands. In
other parts of the Sports Park, they would mob the athletes in their eagerness to get autographs, crving

In the W80 1500m, Johanna Luther of Germany set her fourth world record, following on from those
she sel in the 800m, 5, 000m and 10, 000m.

The 5, 000m walk races were also held, with judges from 7 countries officiating, including 4 interna-
tional judges.
