Benoit-Samuelson and Rodgers 
Attract Wide Media Coverage

Athletes who showed up Friday evening at the 29th USATF National 

Masters Indoor Championships at Boston's Reggie Lewis Center, March 
28-30, were greeted with a rarity at a masters meet - four television cam­
eras and a crowd of journalists at the finish line, 

They had come to see marathon leg­
ends Joan Benoit-Samuelson and Bill 
Rodgers, who were running in the 
3000. 

Benoit-Samuelson, 45, 1984 Olympic 
marathon gold medalist, lived up to 
expectations, with a W45 U.S. indoor 
record 10:02.55 . 

Rodgers, four-time winner of the 
Boston and New York marathons, did­
n't fare as well, coming in third in the 
M55 race (10:03 .57), but nobody 
seemed disappointed, including 
Rodgers. 

Harold Nolan, 56, New Jersey, won 
the race in 9:50.66, with Colin 
McArdle, 58, Massachusetts, second 
(10:00.51 ). 

Rodgers, who hadn't run an indoor 
3000 since he was a 15-year-old high 
schooler, quoted on Saturday in both 
local papers, the Boston Herald and 
Globe, said, "These people have a lot 
of courage. It 's great to come out here 
and see people of all ages competing 

in track and field , This is a blast. I'll 
have to come back." 

Benoit-Samuelson, competing in­
doors for the first time in 20 years, 
took the lead early in a mixed age­
group race and bujlt on it to shave over 
a minute off the present record of 
11 :06.77 by Jom Shirley, despite a 
nagging Achilles' tendon problem. 

After the race, Benoit-Samuelson 
said that she felt very strong and that 
all the cross-country skiing she had 
done in the winter helped her with

Training Back Then 
"They do more in one day than we 

did in a week back then," Manno 
offer when a ked about hi training. 
"A typica l workout for us wa to warm 
up with three-quarter of a mile to a 
milejog.thenwe'd run three con ecu­
tive quarter at about 60 econd each 
with a little jog between, and that was 
il. Can you imagine what guy like 
M acMitchell and Hulse would have 
done if they trained like they do today? 
But they didn ' t know anything about 
training back then ." 

After leav ing college in 1942, 
Manno enli ted in the Coa t Guard. He 
did very little in the way of exercise 
until he was age 55. "I wa busy eam­
ing a living and upporting a family, 
and be ide we didn ' t have rna ters 
track then ," he continues, mentioning 
that he advanced to vice-pre ident and 
ea tem ales manager for a company 
dealing in polyvinyl chloride heeting. 

" I played ome badminton and 
would occasionally go over to the high 
school track and run a half-mile or a 
mile. 1 didn ' t get into ma ter track 
until 1975, when I heard about a meet 
in White tone, New York . Then I heard 
about one in New Jer ey and took my 
15-year-old on with me to watch it. I 
told him, 'I can do that.' He aid, 
'Yeah, ure, dad.' Anyway. I went out 
to a mee~ at Randall I land hortly 
after that and won two races, the 440 
and the 220. Then 1 was hooked." 

Unexpected Wins 
In 1977. M anno entered the indoor 

nati nal , hoping for a third or fourth 
place. but urpri ed him elf by win­
ning the 300 and breaking the record 
while al 0 taking econd in the 50. But 
even though he ha won many race . 
hi bigge t thrill came from a ilver 
medal in a relay. 

"That wa in 1981, in the World 
Game in New Ze~and," he recall . "I 
t ok i th , eventh, and fourth in the 
I . 200, and 400, respectively, and 
then the ilver in both relay . When the 
electronic coreboard flashed my 
name. followed by USA, I then real­
ized 1 wa repre ' enting my country 
again t world competition! 1 actually 
ank down on the gra s infield and 

shed tear ." 
Standing Ovation 
Sub equently, Manno won a gold 

medal in the 1991 World Games in 
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Turku. Finland. a part of the M70 
4 400 relay team. An ther mem ry i 
that of winnin g the M75 I in 15. 2 
(when he wa 0) at the 2 I P nn 
R lay and g lting a wnding 0 ati n 
fr m 4 , 0 fan . "I'll n ver f rget 
that m ment ," he e laim . 

Initially hi wi~, Hel n, wa on-
cemed at the am unt of time d v ted 
to training and c mp tin g, and it 
effect on their cial life. "But he 
came t reali ze h wimp rtant it had 
be me to me and n w wh lehearted­
Iy upp rt me," M ann ay . " he fre­
quently travel with m t meet , si t­
ting on a hard blea her eat for four r 
five hour. ju t to wat h me run two 
race, total racing time perhap 120 
second ." 

Manno add that hi three children, 
age 51, 49, and 43, have all become 
somewhat indifferent t hi running. 
"They don ' t even a k me ab ut my 
re ult any more," he ay, laughing. 
"Running-wi e, though, I wouldn ' t 
change a thing." 

Nails in His Shoes 
M anno's competitive career ha not 

been without humor. He reca ll chang­
ing from his waml-up hoe to pike 
for a 100 meter race when two little 
old ladies ob erved him. one com­
menting, "Look, Marie. he' got nails 
in hi hoes!" 

Wh at motivate him to continue 
competing at uch an advanced age? 
"It 's the excitement and challenge of 
competition," he conclude the inter­
view. "It's a de. ire Lo keep fit. and feel­
ing that I'm doing omething very few 
men my age can do." 0

The purpo e of an ortho i is. the re­

fore. to limit the e ce i e rotation f 
the j int of the f t while all wing 
the f t to progre thr ugh it nomlal 
range of moti n. Clearly. a foot ortho-
i i much more than ju t an arch up­

port . 
Probably Ie s than I O~ of the 

injurie we ee require an orthosi . 
However. they are effective. Michael 
L. Gros , M .D., and associates, report 
that foot orthoses. when properly 
u ed. completely resolved the ymp­
tom in 75 .5% of long distance run­
ner . 

Type of Orthosis 
What type of orthosis i the mo t 

effective? This depend . There are 
several very good over-the-counter 
ortho e , which provide a minimal 
degree of control and accommodation . 
These are be t for treatment of minor 
ache and pains. 

The second type is a partially con­
trolling ortho i . This is made from a 
ca t of the foot. a is the fully control­
ling t pe of orthos is. 

Mos! foo! ortho es are made from a 
ca t f the foot, but prior to thi a com­
plete biomechanical examination mu t 
be performed to determine the nature 
of the foot pathology. 

Effective Relief 
Judicious use of a foot orthosi is an 

effective way to reduce and control 
over-use injuries in runners and 
jumper .
