The announcer introduced each run­
ner before the race, e tiling their 
achie ements and drawing the crowd 
into the race. 

Men and women ran together in the 
rna ters age-graded 8 race, which 
featured two age-graded 8 world 
record holders - Nolan Shaheed, 53, 
Los Angeles, and Daprano. Ten com­
petitors, ranging in age from 45 to 76, 
went to the starting line. 

Each entrant ran the full 800 meters . 
The oldest woman, Daprano, 67, start­
ed with the gun . The oldest man - AI 
Escobosa, 76, Placentia, Calif. - fol­
lowe~ seven seconds later and so on 
down to the youngest man . 

Daprano, who holds the W65 800 
world record of 2:44.43, led all the 
way until Shaheed caught her in the 
final 50 meters . Shaheed 's total time 
was 2:53. Since he started 48 seconds 
after the gun, that meant his actual run­
ning time was an outstanding 2:05 (his 
own world M50 record is 1 :58 .65).

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The Runner Who FeU OfT Mt. Everest 

A Roger Hart ees it. long-dis tance running is in a sense like a miniature 
n ar-death e perience. 'There i a pint at which the runner outrun s him­
elf - hi ego - and lip into the gap between thought where all things 

conne t and the uni er e is e perienced," the 63-year-old retired geophysicist 
offer d in a recent interview. 

"This. of course, d esn't happen a ll 
th time," Hart continued, "but it 
does n't happen a ll the time in medita­
tion , ei ther. rt only happens when one 
goes beyond trying to make it happen . 
At some point the ego mu t be 
in olved in mati ating the meditator 
to survive and endure the rigors of his 
practice, ju t as the runner must moti­
vate him elf to train . 

"At some point , when least expect­
ed , athletes become adroit at their 
practice, so accomplished that every­
thing becomes automatic . Without 
thinking without sel f-consciousness, 
transcendenta l moments erupt into 
consciousness. " 

Running for Health 
Hart. a resident of Newport, Ore., 

knows about both running and near­
death experiences (NDEs). He runs 
solely for health and fitness these days, 
but at Tufts Universi ty during the early 
1960s, he was captain of the cross­
country team and won his share of 
races. It was a victory in a cross-coun­
try race against Amherst that led to an 
invitation to be part of an American 
team attempting to climb Mt. Everest 
in 196_. 

During that climb, Hart fell about 
180 feet do\ n a snowy cliff, and had 
the first of t. aNDEs -- experiences 
which would significantly and dramat­
ically change his iew of rea lity. 

His search for the meaning of life 
and ultimate truth is documented in 
Th e Phaselock Code, published in 
2 3 by Para view Pocket Books. The 
book is subtitled , 'Through Time 
Death , and Reality. the Metaphysical 
Adventures of the Man Who Fell Off 
Everest." 

Precarious Predicament 
Hart's fall on Everest took place on 

May 29, 1962. when he was 21. 
Woody Sayre, a Tufts philosophy pro­
fessor who befriended Hart after 
watching his winning run agai nst 
Amherst , was the lead man in a party 
of four hanging precariously on an ice 
cliff. When a crampon gave way, Hart 
fell. 

As described in the book. he shot 
off into starless space, floated free in 
gra ity, and watched his body. as if in 
slO\ motion . tumble a er the ice cliffs 
below. 

" I perched on the cusp of time. 
where, like a \ ater drop between 
watersheds. I could choose between 

worlds ," he recalled . 
"I could see in a ll directions at once, 

not with the seeing of eyes but the see­
ing of dreams. I fe lt no fear af)d no 
cold; space seemed to shrink around 
me, or perhaps I expanded to it. At any 
rate. I was no longer afraid of the 
emptiness below me." 

No Fear 
He further reca lled a great warmth 

and euphoria overtaking him and 
remembers thinking that he was about 
to die but was feeling wonderful about 
it. 

"Before the NDE on Everest, I was 
a rationalist. reductive-materia list, and 
skeptic," said Hart, who was a research 
professor at the Oregon State College 
sc hool of Ocean and Atmospheric 
Sciences before his retirement. 

"I believed matter was the basis of

li~ and by red ucing matter to its 
smallest components we could under­
stand the universe according to prede­
termined laws of physics. I also sub-

• scribed to the second law of thermody­
namics that states, in essence, there is 
no free lunch. For every bit of energy 
expended, some of it is lost as entropy 
and eventually the universe will run 
down in a heat death. I equated being 
alive with material success. having 
control over as many possessions as 
possible." 

Spiritual Intelligence 
The Everest fall. even though it 

took only a few seconds in time as we 
know it. changed Hart' s idea of what it 
meant to be alive, can incing him that

there is life after death and that spiri tu­
al intelligence guides the uni verse. 

"Now, to me, being alive is to stay 
connected to that spiritual inte lligence, 
to live as if about to die, and have faith 
that the universe will take care of 
material needs ." 

New Awareness 
The pioneering NDE research of 

Drs. Raymond Moody and Elisabeth 
Kubler-Ross had not yet taken place, 
and therefore Hart could not make any 
sense out of the experience. 
Nevertheless, it stayed with him and 
"grew like a sprouting seed in my psy­
che." 

His graduate studies at Yale became 
meaningless to him and he was 
appalled by the greed and ambition of 
his fellow graduate students . 

However, two of his Yale classes -
quantum mechanics and sta ti stica l 
thermodynamics - he lped Hart under­
stand the experience. A second NDE 
while on a National Geographic-spon­
sored expedition to the Darwin Icecap 
in Tierra del Fuego during 1966 added 
to Hart 's search for meaning and truth. 

Another Close Call 
Caught in a blizzard and in a state of 

starvation, Hart lost consciousness and 
found another part of himself viewing 
the scene below as if through a tele­
scope from another universe. He 
became " sure, focused , calm , and 
remote" from his surroundings. 

The " phaselock code," as Hart 
defines it, is the fi e ld of hidden infor­
mation in the fabric of reality. 
Phaselock refers to the idea that the 
information is locked together and cor­
related over vast distances. 

"Each of us constructs our personal 
reality using a small part of the infor­
mation from the phaselock code," he 
explained to me. 'The construction 
process is subconscious and most of 
the time we are unaware of it. It is a 
matter of choosing among infinite pos­
sible interpretations." 

Alternative Realities 
Hart further explained that much of 

the information processing is carried 
out automatically and is genetically 
implanted in our brain physiology. 
Some of the processing is in response 
to conditioning we learned during 
birth and adolescence. 

The neural pathways developed 
during this conditioning can be 
rewired, enabling the experience of 
alternative realities .

"During an NDE and during tran­
scendental moments the normal con-
truction proce s is abandoned , all w­

ing the e perience of an expanded 
reality through a part of our higher 
mind that connects directly to the 
pha e lo k code," he added. 

Many mystics ha e ugge ted that 
an overdeveloped ego, eemingly 
common to mo t great athle tes, i a 
hindrance to piritual enligh tenment. 

In the Zone 
" I don ' t think wi nning is in conn ict 

with the reali zation of the higher self," 
Hart responded. when a ked if he 
could see such a connict. 

"When athletes speak of 'being in 
the zone,' they are in touch with the 
higher self to some degree. 1 think 
long-di stance running is great at dis­
e mpowering the ego, perhaps at the 
point of the 'second wind .' 

''I've been on some arduous back­
country treks and I know I had to fin­
ish at the ego level but at some point I 
clicked into a trance- like state that 
emptied my mind of mund ane 
thoughts. I believe this happens in 
runn ing also." 

While Hart does not believe suffer­
ing is totally necessary for enlighten­
ment, he does feel it helps in some 
cases and sees a running connection in 
this respect. " [n a sense, long-di stance 
running is suffering in the short term. 
At certai n points in a run , the attention 
must forget self-indulgent thought ," 
he offered. 

"The internal dialogue Slaps 
because there is not enough energy to 
support it. In this sense, running is 
purification." 

Natural Settings 
As a teenager, Hart ran on back­

country trai ls in the White Mountains 
of New Hampshire. He now runs on 
the beaches of the Oregon coast. 

"Runn ing in natural settings calms 
my mind, tends to help me forget nor­
mal everyday worries ," he ended the 
interview. "Running is more effecti ve 
at this than just wa lking. Running on 
tracks also calms me, but not to the 
same extent as runn ing in the wild. " 0

ing t\ o-time Boston W40+ winner 
Firaya Sultanova-Zhdanova, 42 , and 
fLrst-time Boston Marathoner Ramilia 
Burangulova, 43, both Russian citi­
zens training in Gainesville, Fla. 

In both men's and women 's elite 
races, tactical. conservative running 
was the strategy, as both men's and 
women's lead packs went out at a near 
jog. Sultano a-Zhdanova, who holds 
the masters record at Boston with her 
2:27:5 in _00_ , ran \ ith the lead wo­
men's pack of ten or so runners 
through ten miles, \ ith Burangulova 
just off the back . 

By Heartbreak Hill at the 20-mile 
mark, Burangulo a had assumed the 
masters lead. and Sultanova-Zhdanova 
had dropped out. Burangulo a placed 
ninth 0 erall (2:34:08), earning herself 
$15,700 in open and masters prize 
money. 

Jackson Kipng 'ok, 43, Kenya, was 
the early M40 leader, at times even 
leading the elite men's pack as they 
loped \ arily along through 15K. 
Kipng'ok. who holds the seventh 
fastest time ever at Boston, a 2:08:08 in 
1994, trained for this year's race in 
Zacatecas, Mexico, putting in 120-150 
miles a week, like he had done in 1994. 

Boston masters veterans Joshua 
Kipkemboi, 45, Kenya, and Fedor 
Ryzhov, 44, Russia, played a more 
conservative game, which afforded 
them a clear field when Kipng'ok soon 
dropped out. Kipkemboi and Ryzhov 
have traded masters wins at Boston

Kipkemboi was 
seventh overall and collected $19,000 
in open and masters prize monies. 
Ryzhov walked away with $10,700. 

Salvatore Bettiol, 42, Italy, was 
third M40+, 2:26: 15 . Fourth M40 and 
first U.S. master was John Mirth, 41, 
Platteville, Wisc., 2:32:32. Ron Hig­
ley, 50, Amherst , Mass., 2:51 :33, won 
the M50-59 di ision by a small margin 
gained entirely in the first 5K over 
Terry McCluskey, 55, Vienna, Ohio, 
2:52: 15. 

Joachim Bechtle, 60, San Francisco, 
Calif., 3:05: 12, had over a mile of 
breathing room in winning the M60-69 
di ision . Malcolm Gillis, 70, Toney.

We get up between S:30 and 6:00 a.m. , 
have a cup of coffee, read the newspa­
per, and check the market. 

We also may do calisthenics, push­
ups, sit-ups and the like. By the time 
we go out the door at 8 a.m., the tem­
perature outside is decent. 

DB: We continue warming up on 

the way to our workout site and do 
some dynamic stretching. 

JB: When the workout starts, we' re 
off on our own as we walk at d ifferent 
speeds. For instance, today I did 6 l!2 
miles at an easy pace. Darlene did 4 
miles. 

We have several marked courses, so 
can vary our workouts from short. fast 
stuff to the longer endurance work. If 
we fini sh about the same time, we will 
cool down together; otherwise we go 
home separately. 

Feedback 
DB: A huge advantage to working 

out together is that you immediately 
have someone to discuss how things 
went. There is immediate gratification 
in having somebody who is really 
interested in how you do. 

John does most of the planning for 
our workouts with Paul Johnson's 
help. After a workout, we figure out 
what is working and what isn ' t work­
ing. 

JB: Or what is sore or stiff and 
where. 

DB: By comparing experiences , we 
can make changes that we think will be 
better. We keep records of our work­
outs so when we think back after a race 
that went particularly well , we can see 
what we were doing and what is help­
ing us . 0

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How to Avoid Injuries 

Afreq uent que ti n a ked me by younger runner who hope some day to 
be me older runn rs i : " HO\ often ha e you been injured?" Not often, 
I ad mit. In a running career pann ing se en decades. only three injuries 

cau ed me to mi s m re than t\ 0 eeks of tra ining. 
While writing a book on rna ters 

running f r R dale Press, I e pec ted to 
discover that tho e of us over age 40 
were mor likely to become injured 
than ounger runner . Surprisingly. we 
seem to get inj ured less. 

Part I , th i i beca use ~ e run fe\ er 
miles. a ording to a sur ey by John 
Pag li ano D.P.M., of Long Beach, 
California. Younger runners typically 
suffer lower leg and knee injuries. 
Older runners suffer more foot and 
hip-lower back problems. 

"As we get older, our backs give 
out," reports Dr. Pag liano, suggesting 
that all of us need to focus on improv­
ing core-body strength. 

If masters runners do suffer fewer 
injuries than our younger counterparts, 
it is because we have learned from our 
mi stakes . 

When we make a training error and 
get hurt . we learn not to make that 
error aga in . But it may take years to 
accumulate the wi sdom to injury­
proof your body. If you are new to the 
sport of running, here are some tips to 
help you shortcut the learning process. 

Obtain Proper Equipment 
Few sports cost as little as running. 

Our main item of equipment is a cheap 
pair of sneakers . Fashionable clothing 
and global positioning watches defi­
nitely are icing on the cake. 

Don ' t scrimp on footwear. Acquire

shoes that are appropriate for your bio­
mechanics. And when the shoes begin 
to show wear, throw them away. 

Most running injuries can be traced 
to the point where the shoe touches the 
ground . 

Train Intelligently 
Don't stumble from one workout to 

another, not knowing what you plan to 
run tomorrow, next week, next month, 
or even next year. Set goals, but give 
yourself time to meet those goals. 

If you don ' t have a coach, there are 
many training resources online: both 
schedules and answers to your ques­
tions. 

Find Your Red Line 
Through trial and error, determine 

the point (usually miles run) where 
you get injured. Then back your train­
ing down below that red line. 

Sometimes you can nudge this point 
UP\ aId by pushing gently, but e ery­
one has a red line beyond which they 
get hurt . Find yours! 

Never Get Out of Shape 
This is the key to injury prevention. 

Maintaining a solid base level of fit­
ness means that when you want to 
increase your training to achieve a spe­
cific goal , you don ' t need to push too 
hard or too fast. Mileage increases 
should be made gradually. 

Keep a Diary 
It's not necessary to record every 

workout in detail , but record trends, so 
that if an injury occurs you can look 
back and discover why. Mileage trends 
are important, but so are acti vities 
around running. 

If you got hurt in a race, maybe it 
was because you jumped out of a car 
just before competing after a four-hour 
drive. 

Utilize Professionals 
If injured and resting 72 hours does­

n't produce a miracle cure, seek med­
ical intervention. 

The runner 's best friend is often a 
podiatrist, but other sportsmedicine 
experts from orthopedists to chiroprac­
tors to physical and massage therapists 
also offer healing hands. 

Not all runners have bullet-proof 
bodies. We aU differ in our biome­
chanics and our susceptibility to 
injury. 

If you want to maximize your suc­
cess and enjoyment as a runner, you 
need to give constant attention to 
avoiding injuries. 0

Some of the top masters sprinters in 

the U.S . were among the 22,000 par­
ticipants in the 110th Penn Relays at 
Philadelprua 's Franklin Field on April 
23-25 . 

The three-day total crowd of 
112,701 watched high school, univer­
sity, and open athletes , plus 2004 
Olympic hopefuls compete in the 
world 's largest track and field meet. 

"Once again, Phil Felton did a great 
job coordinating the masters relays at 
Penn," said Francis Schiro of Sprint 
Force America. "Team depth was evi­
dent as no one team won more than 
one of the coveted Penn Relay titles. 
The Relays clearly show that masters 
track and field is alive and weI!." 

Masters competed primarily on 
Friday and in a couple of events on 
Saturday. In the fust masters event on 
Friday at 11:55 a.m., the AURA 
International 4x 100 team of Tony 
Felton, Darnell Gatling, Keith Royster, 
and Val Barnwell won the M40-49 
race with a 43 .75 . The Maryland 
Masters finished second (44.15). 

In a race that started a minute and a 
half later, the Houston Elite M50-59 
4x 100 star-studded squad of Horace

The two most exciting masters 
relays came later that day and on 
Saturday. At 4:00 p.m., the M50-59

tet (3:43 .77) with a 3:43 .11. 

On Saturday, at 5: 10 p.m., the All 
Star M40-49 4x400 team of Willie 
Jones , Ben James, Courtney Muham­
mad, and Clif McKenzie defeated the 
SFA team of Sal Allah , Schiro, 
Gonera, and Mitch Lovett , by .17 of a

T he 2 4 USA Masters Track and Field Rankings have been up and running 
on the Inte rnet si nce April. Now both indoor and outdoor rankings are 
access ible from the same home page, located at http://www.mastersrank 

ings.com. To submit results for thi s year's rank.ings, simply go to the Web site 
and click the word "SUBMIT." A form wi ll be di pl ayed that will prompt you for 
the nece sary data. It may take a day or two for your marks to appear after you 
have submitted them. 

Thi year, all meels that are not sanc­
tioned by USATF will be identified as 
such. Thi is part of a broad effort to 
encourage meet directors to sanction 
thei r meets. 

Other changes and improvements to 
the ran kings s stem include: 

I) The format for the indoor and out­
door ranking has been standardized. 

2) On -line submiss ion of indoor 
marks has been added . 

3 The 30-39 age group has been 
full y integrated into the ran kings. 

4) The supel\veight marks have been 
full y integrated into the ran kings. 

5) Archives ha e been added to link 
to past years' rankings. 

6 In ligible meet lists have been 
eliminated. 

Larry PaLZ, our masters rank.ings 
software expert , has added many 
enhancements to the rankings program 
which he created and continues to 
develop. 

Larry met with Hy-Tek representa­
tives at the USATF convention last 
December and has installed features 
that import Hy-Tek results automatical­
ly into the rank.ings data base. This 
means that whenever results are provid-

ed to us in Hy-Tek form, the job of pro­
cessing those results is quick and easy. 

We strongly be lieve that all signifi­
cant results should be included in the 
rankings. Thus, we continue to include 
all marks from all credible sources, 
such as National Masters News, even if 
it means painstakingly entering each 
mark into the system by hand. 
Otherwise, the rankings would be nei­
ther complete nor a true reflection of 
the best performances. 

Once again, the racewalk lists are 
being compiled by Tom Higbie and the 
30-39 age group results are be ing 
researched by Robert Walter. These 
folks , along with a group of volunteer 
editors , are helping to ensure that the 
masters rankjngs are as comprehensive 
and accurate as possible. 

We strive to keep the masters rank­
ings on the cutting edge of technology 
and hope someday to see more coun­
tries post their rankings on line as part 
of the international masters community.

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Trojan Meet Returns to USC

Absent from the Southern 

California schedule for a few years, 
the Trojan Masters Meet resurfaced on 
April 25 as the Trojan Masters Vern 
Wolfe Memorial Meet at Cromwell 
Field on the USC campus, and three 
female masters were happy that it did . 

Pole vaulter Nadine O'Connor, 62, 
broke her W60 world record of 2.85 , 
set in the 2003 National Masters 
Championships in Eugene, Ore., with 
a 2.89/9-5 .75, age-graded at well over 
100%. 

High jumper Annelies Steekelen­
berg, 56, tied the W55 U.S. record of 
1.43/4-8.25, held by Phil Raschker and 
set in 2002 . The mark checks out at an 
age-graded 95 .6%. The world record 
is 1.46. 

Linda Cohn, 51, broke the W 50 
U .S . javelin record of 28 .67 for the 
500g javelin with a 37.95 . Raschker 
holds the present record , set in 2000. 

In other events , Brenda Matthews, 
54, won the 50m (8 .39/A-G 90.0%), 
100, and 200. Doug Smith, 64, ran an 
age-graded 90.8% 13.40 to win the 

. M60 100. 
Veteran sprinter Don Cheek, 74, 

won the 200 with a 91.8% 29.86. 
Grace Dinkjnson, 37, ran an 88.4% 

25 .42 in the 200 and an 89.3% 56.47 in 
the 400. Herman Castille, 55, took the 
400 in 57.38, an 89.6% performance. 

Other top track performers included 
Ron Sa l up. 60, in the 800 with 
2:24.56/88.0%, and Gunner Linde, 75, 
in the 1500 with a 5:53 .77/86.8%. 

Lavel Davenport, 42, won the long 
jump and triple jump (13.95/86.2%). 

In the throws, Hank Kraychir, 43, 
outdistanced everybody else in the 
shot (46-7.5). Cherie Sherrard, 65 , hit 
9 .56 with the 3kg shot. Mike 

Tina Bowman, (I) , 50 , and Linda Cohn, 51 , at 
the Trojan Masters Vern Wolfe Memorial Meet. 
Cohn set a W50 U.S. record of 37.95 in the 
javelin .

Include with your application : 
1. Proof of age - a copy of your 

birth certificate or passport. Only send 
proof once. (If you provided this proof 
with your entry to WMA 1999 or 
2003, Nationals in Eugene 2000 or 
2003, then it is on file and you do not 
need to provide it again.) 

2. A copy of the field event results 
sheet showing all of the mark.s record­
ed by the field event officials for your 
event (ca lled "results card" on the 
record form). 

3. A printed photo finish photo­
graph for track records using fully 
automatic timing (required for all 
races up to and including the 400 

meters; not required at Nationals). 
4 . The printed program for the com­

petition . 
5. The complete results for the 

event. 
Helpful Hints 
• Know the records for your events 

(USA records are listed at www.usatf. 
org, and world records are listed at 
www.world-masters-athletics .org). 

• Have a record form with you. 
• Obtain all of the signatures and 

necessary copies before you leave the 
meet. 

• Make a copy of all of the paper­
work for yourself before sending 
everything to the records chair. 

Records are not approved by the 
records committee if the form is 
incomplete or the appropriate enclo­
sures are not received.

M45, clocked 59.4 over the 
400H. while his wife. Virginia, raced 
to a 65.7 in the same event. Fred Bush 
ran a 49.0 for the M60 300H at a meet 
in Surrey. 

World W50 100m gold medalist, 
Vi v Bonner. who has now moved up to 
W55 , was sharp in a 14.07 100 on a
