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I was no more than three or four strides into my intended sprint when I realized 
I was in trouble. I had no lift. To put it another way, I couldn't get my knees 
up. "Come on, T'ymn, you call this running?" I screamed at myself. "Lift legs, 

lift!" As I consciously tried to raise the knees a little higher, I recognized a real 
risk of falling flat on my face. 

At the halfway point, I began to 
mentally flog myself. When the legs 
still did not respond, I internally cried 
out, "My God, my God, why have You 
forsaken me?" I was on the verge of 
despair. "So this is what it is like to be 
an old man," I thought to myself. 

The contest in this case was not 
against runners or the clock. It was 
against oncoming traffic. I had decid­
ed to jaywalk or jayrun across a six­
Jane street in downtown Honolulu. 

After looking left and then right, 
noting approaching traffic accelerating 
from intersections at opposite ends of 
the street, I concluded that there was 
ample time to "dash" to the curb on the 
other side of the street before a sports 
utility vehicle would run me down. 

The problem was that my mind was 
not in sync with my body. My mind 
had not grasped the fact that the body 
no longer understands dash. It could 
do no more than shuffle across the 
street, a scamper at most.

First of all, a most heartfelt 'Thank 

you!" to all my friends and supporters 
(actually, I guess you're really all one 
group) who have forwarded letters of 
support and encouragement via official 
committees, various e-groups, and mem­
bers of the press. 

I want to say a special word of thanks 
to Ken Weinbel, Ken Stone, and Suzy 
Hess, for their recent discussions on the 
topic of drug testing in this and other 
publications. I had no idea, first. that so 
many were interested in changes to the 
drug policies that we as track athletes 
compete under, and, secondly, that so 
many individuals were sympathetic to 
my particular situation. You'll never 
know how much your words and actions 
have meant to me. 

Beyond my expression of gratitude, a 
major point in writing this note is to 
expand this circle of supporters and 
enlist you in an army of support for a 
complete evaluation, and, yes, changes 
to USATF and IAAF "Doping" policies. 
I hope that you will work through what­
ever channels are placed at your dispos­
al, through the masters committees of 
USATF, contacting representatives of 
the IAAF commissions and committees, 
through masters track e-groups to mar­
shal support at the competitor level, and 
through appropriate channels of an inter­
ested press. 

I, personally, have such negative feel­
ings on the current policy, that I long ago 
passed the point of being an objective 
evaluator. My portion of the contribution 
to the "cause" will be as one who has 
experienced, very personally and for a 
substantial period of time, the applica­
tion of a specific policy which has no 

established performance linkage and 
flirts with very significant issues of age 
and gender discrimination. 

The basis for working for that change 
comes from USATF itself, whose own 
Doping Reinstatement Board, when it 
implicated USATF dwg education fail­
ures in my case, placed those shortcom­
ings of the USATF directly at the heart of 
the issue. To quote froni the findings of 
the Board: "Specifically, the Board 
found that the lack of information and 
education about the anti-doping require­
ments provided to master athletes in gen­
eral, and Kathleen Jager in particular, 
precluded Ms. Jager from the ability to 
comply and warrants reinstatement in 
this situation ... Further, the Board rec­
ommends that USATF review its prac­
tices regarding providing information 
and education about the anti-doping 
requirements to master athletes, and to 
the extent necessary, develop a program 
to address any deficiencies in this 
regard." This is the same Reinstatement 
Board, which went on to recommend my 
eligibility reinstatement- with no condi-
tions. • 

Because o(" many delays in the · 
process of consideration and, hopefully, 
eventual approval of my request for rein­
statement, it will probably be some time 
before I actually regain my eligibility. In 
the meantime, let me say again that I 
remain most grateful for the many 
expressions of support from National 
Masters News readers. Please accept my 
thanks, and I look forward to your con­
tinued help.

The recent coverage of Kathy Jager's 
positive test for methyltestosterone rais­
es many issues about the use of perfor­
mance-enhancing drugs in track & field. 

What seems a bit lost in all the cover­
age is what. to me, is the bottom line. 
Kathy Jager tested positive for a banned 
performance-enhancing drug. Her intent 
seems innocent, but it remains possible 
that she gained an unfair advantage 
through the use of this medication. As 
with any competitive athlete, it is her 
responsibility to know what drugs she is 
taking and whether or not they contain 
prescribed substances. USA Track and 
Field maintains a hot-line for just such 
purposes. 

As to the suggestion that masters ath­
letes should be held to a different and 
lesser standard, I find this offensive. I 
work as hard and compete as hard as I 
did at 25 and resent the implication that, 
because I am now 40, I am a lesser ath­
lete and my competition is less serious. I 
don't believe the competitive flees die 
with age, nor do I believe that somehow 
those who would take unfair advantage 
suddenly disappear or change their spots 
when they tum 40. 

While menopause can be difficult for 
any woman, it must be remembered that 
it is not a disease. While there are many 
benefits to hormone replacement thera­
py, it is not a necessity, nor is Estratest 
the only option. 

My suggestion to Kathy Jager would 
be that, although she ingested methyl­
testosterone inadvertently, she acknowl­
edge the positive test, return her medals, 
and sit out the two-year penalty. She can 
find an alternative to treat her 
menopausal symptoms during this time, 
and I'm sure will be welcomed back to 
track & field with open arms.

NEW JAVELINS 
The recent change in javelin specifi­

cations by the WAVA Technical Com­
mittee, and the subsequent adoption by 
the USATF Rules Committee, didn't 
involve much thought and is a mistake. 
(See Weight Room, June 2000. 
Thanks, Jerry, for this revealing arti­
cle.) 

One must accept limits to changing 
rules in sports. Otherwise, as in the 
javelin, we'll end up transforming a 
test of strength, technique, and coordi­
nation into a game of darts. Of the 
three most popular throwing events 
(shot, discus, javelin), strength figures 
most importantly in the shot, not the 
javelin. 

Although form and technique are 
important, a large, endomorphic per­
son can excel in the shot with less 
technique than in the javelin and dis­
cus, because strength is more of a fac­
tor in the shot, followed probably by 
the discus, and then the javelin. A hefty 
giant without technique can't throw 
the jayelin far, but can probably put tl\e 
shot a respectable distance, relatively 
speaking. If he learns better form with 
the latter, he can then excel. So, why 
this inappropriate focus on weight .for 
the older men's javelin? 

In these three field events, common 
sense suggests that any experimenta­
tion in diminished weight specifica­
tions · for aging athletes should proba­
bly have started with the shot, if at all. 
A 600g javelin is respectably light 
enough for any M70+ (now using the 
500g) and M80+ (now using the 400g) 
familiar with technique. 

The problem with the aging thrower 
is in getting his body to obey · the 
known rules, not in the weight of the 
javelin. If weight plays a role at all, it's 
in the shot, where the 4k gets heavier 
each year, and is a lot heavier for the 
gerontological elite than the 600g 
javelin. But then, if the shot weight is 
diminished, we'll end up like kids 
again, playing marbles. Reducing the 
weight for the shot would handicap the 
classic shotputter whose massive 
strength is thus compromised and 
devalued. 

. So, why did the rules people spring 
th1s change on us, requiring us to buy 
new javelins, and was there any input 
from veteran javelin throwers? If they 
say that distance was a factor for safe­
~y re~so~s, as with the new open 800g 
J~vehn, 1t wouldn't make any sense, 
smce spraying 500g and 400g javelins 
around the stadium isn't going to be 
any safer.

With two lanes to go, my mind 
flashed back to several races when I 
was matching strides with a foe and 
preparing to outkick him for the victo­
ry. As the finish line approached, my 
mind would command: "Now!!!" The 
body obeyed and there was "lift off." It 
was as if my stride length doubled and 
I was catapulted ahead to break the 
fini shing tape. But this time, the curb 
being my finish line, the body was 
deaf to the command. It was as if the 
line of communication from brain to 
legs had been severed. My stride was 
now a mere pitter-patter. 

Body vs. Brain 
With just one lane to go, the SUV, 

with dark tinted windows and a face­
less driver, was bearing down on me. I 
considered taking a giant stride, a leap, 
that would have placed the ball of my 
foot on the curb. But the body contin­
ued to ignore the signals transmitted 
from the brain. I had to chop what lit­
tle stride I had and then I nearly lost 
my balance as my lead foot cautiously 
searched for the top of the curb. I 
stumbled and staggered my way to the 
sidewalk. 

It was a rude awakening to the fact 
that I can no longer run, not even 
across the street; heck, not even to 
catch a bus. It was a depressing and 
demoralizing realization. It was as if I 
had lost part of my identity. I am no 
longer a runner. I'm nothing more than 
a shuffler. I must be an old man. 

"Old men run as if they fear to leave 
the ground," wrote George Leonard in 
his 1974 classic The Ultimate Athlete. 
"Gravity is no longer a playmate but 
an oppressor. What they are afraid to 
play with, they hope to assuage, keep­
ing each foot as close to the solid earth 
as they can, assuring gravity that they 
really have no desire to oppose its all­
pervasive force." I read those words 
many years ago, but never seriously 
pondered them until that shuffle across 
Kapiolani Blvd. 

Enduring Self-Image 
I knew that I had slowed signifi­

cantly since being forced to hang up 
my racing flats six years ago, at age 
57, because of recurring injuries, but I 
continued to think of myself as a run­
ner. At least until a year or so ago, I 
could still push a sub 7-minute mile 
pace for two to three miles. I've 
always considered seven-minute mile 
pace the dividing line between running 
and jogging. 

Looking back, I recall that until I 
gave up racing I could not really dis­
cern the fact that I was slower, even 
though I had lost about six minutes at 
I OK between ages 42 and 57. Were it 
not for race clocks, stop watches, and 
my place in races, I would have 
thought I was as fast at 57 as I had 
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been in my peak years. The "lift" 
seemed the same, although I'm sure I 
was getting a few inches less per 
stride, which accounted for the slower 
times. 

The great Jack Foster told me the 
same thing. "I still have the same 
dimensions as age 25- 5-foot-9, 140 
pounds, chest, waist, hip sizes all 
the same - and I feel like I could 
still run a 2:12 marathon or a 47-
minute I 0 miles," he said in a 1983 
interview at age 50, "but when I go 
out and try, although it feels like I'm 
doing 4:40 roiling, the watch shows 
otherwise." 

Rhythmic Decline 
Several months after I quit racing 

and doing speed work, I began to sense 
a loss of rhythm and a shortening of 
the stride, but there was enough com­
munication between brain and legs to 
permit a little lift and some occasional 
striding out. 

Then, about a year ago, my Achilles 
tendinitis became so chronic that I was 
forced to limit my workouts to the 
treadmill. Running became too painful 
to sustain a steady pace for any length 
of time, so I began alternating a minute 
of walking at 4.4 mph with a minute of 
running from 8-9 mph until I had done 
four miles. I probably should have 
stopped running altogether, but I had 
to do something to get my heart rate 
up. Biking, swimming, and just walk­
ing didn't do it for me. 

At nine miles per hour, even for just 
a minute at a time, I felt like I was 
stepping out, even though I recognized 
that the perceived effort was about the 
same as 15 mph in my younger years. 
It is apparently deceiving, as I ca_me to 
find out on that recent attempted dash 
across the street. 

The Moral is ••• 
The moral of the story, I guess, is 

that there really is something to the 
"use it or lose it" dictum. Of course, if 
the body refuses to be used, one does­
n't have much of a choice. I wonder if 
a person my age can get it back after 
he's lost it. I don't think I'll ever know, 
because the body seems to have taken 
a firm stand. It refuses to be a faithful 
servant of the mind as it had been for 
so long. Separation of the body from 
the mind seems to be what aging is all 
about, total separation coming upon 
death. 

How ironic that running provides us 
with a certain youth and vigor in old 
age, but, on the other hand, it can pro­
vide us with the first evidence that we 
are old. 

At least I can still benchpress 
around 200 pounds, nearly as much as 
I could 40 years ago. Anyone for mas­
ters wrestling? 0

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Records Fall in 30th Annual Southeastern U.S. Meet 
by PAUL HRONJAK 
The 30th annual Southeastern U.S. 

Masters Meet took place in Raleigh, 
N.C., May 12-14, and while many par­
ticipants had the typical first-class expe­
rience offered by this meet, a number of 
athletes left grumbling about the long 
waits and scheduling problems associat­
ed with the throwing events. In fact , the 
last throwing event did not finish until 
9:00p.m. 

Meet organizers attributed the sched­
uling problems to a lack of officials and 
other workers, exacerbated by an 
increased field this year. Plans have 
already been made to totally revamp the 
throwing events next year, incorporating 
a number of very good suggestions made 
by participants at this year's meet. In 
2001, throwers will experience a "shot­
gun start" and will be divided into two 
flights of five age groups each. Other 
efforts are being made to ensure an ade­
quate number of officials for next year. 

During this year's regular competition 
there were two world, five U.S., and 40 
meet records set. World records were set 
by Barbara Cleveland, W60, in the pole 
vault with a 2.45, an age-graded 87.2%, 
and by James Stookey, M70, in the short 
hurdles with a 12.99 (A-G_98.9%). The 
present W60 pole vault record of 2.35 is 
held by Becky Sisley (USA). Albertos 
Van Zyl (RSA) holds the M70 hurdles 
record at 13.2. 

Cleveland also set a U.S. record in the 

long jump with a 4.22 (A-G 86.5% ), and 
Stookey set a U.S. record in the triple 
jump with a 10.11 (A-G 93.5%). Betty 
Vosburgh holds the present W60 long 
jump record with a 4.14. Ed Lukens has

Energy Bars and Elevated Blood Sugar 

A t one time or another, most of us have tried one of the high carbohydrate ener­
gy bars which are now flooding the market. Most of us i~ the en_durance 
sports would like to enhance our performance and reduce fattgue dunng long 

runs. We are told that these energy bars produce less ups and downs than a candy bar. 

In a recent study, two types of ener­
gy bar (lronman and PowerBar) were 
compared to white bread and a 
Snickers®™ bar, and resultant blood 
sugar levels measured. 

It seems that the results depended on 
the content of the energy bars. One had 
a higher carbohydrate content than the 
other. Both caused blood glucose levels 
to peak at ·30 minutes, while the bread 
and candy caused the blood glucose lev­
els to peak at 45 minutes. 

The Ironman energy bar produced 
sustained rise in blood sugar levels. The 
PowerBar, bread and Snickers®™ bar 
showed a steady decline after their peak. 
The PowerBar caused a much steeper 
decline than the candy bar. 

There were no significant differences 
between the groups at the 60- and 90-
minute marks. The glucose levels were 
actually higher in the candy bar and 
white bread groups. 

The manufacturers state that the inclu­
sion of complex carbohydrates creates a 
sustained release in blood glucose levels. 
Yet, in this study, the blood glucose lev­
els were similar to the Snickers®™ bar. 
The study's author states, 'Thus, claims 
of a more moderate, sustained increase in 
blood glucose levels on a low ratio of 
simple-to-complex carbohydrates are not 
necessarily valid, as has been demon­
strated repeatedly in previous studies." 

The author feels that the lower 
glycemic response is due to the macro-
nutrient content. . 

The message? If you want a quick 
energy boost, consume a high carbohy­
drate energy bar or a candy bar. 
However, endurance athletes would do 
well to consume an energy bar with a 
moderate carbohydrate level. 

We should keep in mind that this was 
a small study and we should proceed 
with caution. You may want to experi­
ment with energy bars with different 
characteristics and nutritional composi­
tion to determine what works best for 
you.O

question, smashing the old masters 
course record of 31 :01 with a 29:38 on 
one of the South's toughest IOK cours­
es. Masai was second overall, the high­
est masters finish in the history of the 
race. Thttle also was under the old 
record at 30:55 for second master and 
fifth overall. 

Pozdnyakova, 45, led all the women 
home in 36:29 to win top money in both 
the overall ($1 000) and masters ($500) 
divisions. 

The masters course records on th~ 
Cotton Row course have always been a 
chaflenge since Herb Lorenz ran 31 :09 
in 1981 and Judy Fox Eddy finished the 
'82 race in 35:37. 

Although these times may seem rela­
tively slow, the Cotton Row course with 
its signature Mountainwood hill in the 
third mile and the usual steamy weather 
on Memorial Day in Alabama had not 
allowed much change in subsequent 
years. 

Earl Owens finally bettered Lorenz's 
mark in 1990 with a 31 :05. Then in 
1992, Mike Fromant, an Englishman 
visiting the U.S. for the summer, low­
ered the male standard to 31 :0 I. 

Also in '92, Nancy Grayson, in her 
third of seven masters wins at Cotton 
Row, lowered the women 's masters 
mark to 35:34. 

Last year, Tuttle had hoped to break 
Fromant's record, but a heavy rain dur­
ing the race and a lingering sinus infec­
tion slowed him to a 31 :54. 

This year, Thttle was healthy and the 
Sunday night forecast called for a cool 
Memorial Day morning. However, 
Tuttle was anything but confident. 

"When I learned that Masai was in 
the race, I got a little sick to my stom­
ach," Tuttle said. 

Masai had beaten Thttle soundly the 
previous month at the Sallie Mae lOK in 
Washington with a 29:57 to Tuttle's 
30:36. Tuttle knew he was in for a race 
for a new masters record. 

In the early part of the race, Tuttle 
stayed with the lead pack of Kenyan 
entrants as they clocked 4:47 for the first 
mile. 

"I thought I would see how serious

they were," said Thttle. 
In the second mile, when Masai gave 

chase to a surge by eventual winner 
Jared Segera, Thttle knew there was no 
fooling in the 40-year-old Kenyan. 
From that point it became a race 
between Segera. 23, and Masai, and it 
was not settled until the younger 
Kenyan pulled away in the final mile to 
win in 29:27. 

There was little doubt that 
Pozdnyakova would win her third mas­
ters title at Cotton Row. She had made a 
serious bid at the women's masters 
record in her ftrst trip to Huntsville in 
1997, when she finished third overall in 
35:47. With the unusually cool weather 
that greeted the 1700 entrants on 
Monday morning. the prospect of a new 
women's masters record was real. 

The 45-year-old masters phenome­
non from Ukraine took the lead from the 
start and was not seriously challenged 
by the second woman finisher, 30-year­
old Michelle Scott, who finished in 
36:45. 

In Pozdnyakova's three masters wins 
at Cotton Row, she improved each time 
in the overall competition from third in 
'97 to second in '98 and to ftrSt this year. 

"I was just go, go, go at today's race 
and I wasn' t looking behind me," she 
said. "I know I won, but I am not happy 
at all with my time." 

"I was very slow and I am very tired. 
After this I am going back to Ukraine 
and maybe I have time for preparation 
for the Olympics because I have a qual­
ification time," Pozdnyakova said of her 
hopes to represent her country in the 
marathon in Sydney. 

Janice Addison, Columbia. S.C., was 
the second master and fourth overall in 
37:29. Shannon Reade, Gallatin, Tenn., 
was third master and also won some of 
the overall prize money with a sixth 
overall finish in 39:52. Lisa Kelly, 
Clarksville, Tenn., 42:15, and Jenise 
Fontenot, Madison, Ala., 42:59, round­
ed out the top five. 

Masai, who was a well-known run­
ning hero among the younger Kenyan 
runners at Cotton Row, had not seen the 
course before Monday. He had been told 
about the hill near the three-mile mark,

but had not driven the course. There is 
also a short climb after the second mile 
that often fools newcomers to the race.

"I said, 'Oh my word. • I saw my 
friend (Segera) move, and I didn't want 
to but I knew I had to move. When you 
are getting old, all the way you have to 
push." 

Masai, who had been training in 
Canada with some younger Kenyan run­
ners, was headed back to his home 
country after Cotton Row, but plans to 
return to the U.S. this fall for more 
races.

USATF, and U.S. Masters and WAVA 
Championships. 

The championships are open to all 
men and women age 30-and-older, 
with competition held in five-year age­
groups.

A Masters Update with Bev La Veck 

B ev LaVeck r,epresents racewalking on the USATF Track&: Field Committee 
and has served the masters racewalking community with outstanding ded­
ication for the past decade. 

EW: Have you found that the use of age-grading in masters racewalking is 
increasing? . 

BL: I've heard many positive comments. 
EW: I have been using age-grading with awards 12 to 15 deep in smaller races 

with great success. In races where awards are given men and women, ftrst through 
third in 5-year age divisions, the race directors can get stuck with a lot of unused 
awards. 

BL: My understanding is that age­
grading isn't supposed to substitute for 
age-group awards in championships, but 
that it is fine for non-championship 
awards, for "outstanding overall" awards, 
and for grand prix series events. Some 
race directors resist using them because 
they believe the tabulations are too time­
consuming. Others have software that 
seems to enable them to compute age­
graded scores quickly. I use age-grading 
in determining grand prix winners in our 
association's masters running series. 

Masters Records 
EW: Are you finding that the number 

of record submissions stays about the 
same year after year? 

BL: Masters record activity shows no 
signs of letting up even though there 
aren't many soft records left. New ones 
are replacing supposedly tough ones. 

EW: What age levels are the most 
active in making new records? 

BL: It seemed to me that it was most­
ly women in their fifties, but that's 
because it was my marks that were being 
bettered! Actually, the new records are 
occurring across the whole age range. In 
1999, and so far in 2000, seven men and 
18 women have broken existing 
American Records. 

EW: I know that in the past a lot of 
potential records didn't meet the require­
ments. Has this improved? 

BL: There are usually ll!"ound three

submissions a year that are not accepted. 
In the past, the principal reason track 
records got tossed was because the track 
didn't have the regulation two-inch curb­
ing. Now the main reason is not having 
the required levels of judges. 

USATF rules require that track 
records must have a minimum of four 
certified judges and road races must 
have a minimum of six. Half of the 
judges must have national certification 
or higher and at least one must have 
Master or IAAF certification. I 

I no longer care whether records are 
submitted on an official form, but they 
must contain all the required informa­
tion for verifying the record. 

EW: Though I know you have list­
ed this info umpteen times, what are 
the essential data you need to verify a 
5-year age group record? 

BL: I need the event location, event 
date, race distance, walker's birth date 
and age group, and his or her official 
race time. I need to know whether the 
event was indoor or outdoor, on a track 
or road. Track records must be set on a 
track, with a two-inch curb, SK road 
records must be on a circuit no longer 
than 1250 meters, and all road records 
must be accompanied by the course cer­
tification number. 

Other necessary data include com­
plete race results, the names of the 
judges with their certification levels, if 
possible, the name of the head timer, and 
lap timing sheets for both road and track 
events. There should be three clocks 
(times) for a record in order to substanti­
ate that the timing devices used were 
working properly. If more than one 
record is made in a race, the winner 
should have three clocks; subsequent 
record breakers may have two. 

Single bests, which are not official 
USATF records, need have only three 
certified judges and, of course, the birth 
date or age of the walker claiming the 
"best." 

I encourage people to send me a hard 
copy of their record submission data by 
regular mail, not just by e-mail. My e­

Aquarunning: To Cure or Avoid Injuries, 
Take A Dip 

Paul Jacobson pushed too hard while training for Grandma's ~arathon. 
Result: a stress fracture. That meant four to five weeks of no runmng- and 
no Grandma's- but Paul's spirit wasn't dimmed. He already had begun to 

look ahead to running Chicago. .. 
"I have started running in the pool," Paul wrote on~ of our V-Boards, but I 

still hobble along while walking and have started usmg crutche~. That h~lps, 
but do you have any further advice about pool workouts and gettmg back mto 
shape so I can train for Chicago?" 

I wrote Paul that pool running is a 
very effective way of maintaining 
fitness while injured, and referred 
him to the chapter titled 
Aquarunning in my book, How To 
Train. It features some water pro­
grams developed by Joe Rogers, the 
coach at Ball State Univers.ity. Here 
are some of the key points: 

GEORGE BANKER

Nevertheless, swimming is an excel­
lent cross-training exercise and will 
help relax and loosen muscles on 
easy days between hard workouts. • Running in the deep water is 

probably the best form of aquarun­
ning, because you can most effec­
tively imitate the running motion 
with the least stress on the injured 
part. Either use a flotation vest or, if 
you're a good swimmer, go without. 

I told Paul to begin his aquarun­
ning routine .cautiously, replying : 

~!O.; • .:..,.J :> "You're probably in pretty good 
shape because of the training you 
did for Grandma's, so don't try to 
overtrain in the pool, otherwise you 
may find yourself with a different 
injury." 

• Running in the shallow water is 
also good training, the only negative 
factor being that it puts more stress

on the injured part. I have easy 
access to a pool at The Lodge & Club 
when spending winters in Ponte 
Vedra Beach, Florida. I usually 
employ some shallow-water running 
at the end of a swimming workout. 
Back home in Long Beach, Ind., dur­
ing the summer, I run chest-deep in 
Lake Michigan, combining that with 
swimming. (I do that only when the 
water warms in June, however.) 

• Swimming also is a good exer­
cise to keep you fit, the down side 
being that it exercises muscles less 
specific to running. Also, if you push 
off at the end of the pool, there could 
be some stress to the legs. 

Sometimes overtrained runners 
can go into the pool and do several 
weeks or months of easy training and 
emerge and surprise themselves with 
how fast they can run again. Megan 
Leahy, a girl I coached as a sopho­
more in high school, got injured her 
senior year and spent most of the 
cross-country season training in a 
pool. She emerged in time to win 
three straight qualifying races and 
place second in the state meet. 

Injuries are never fun, but we usu­
ally survive them and learn from 
them. It was philosopher Frederick 
Nietzsche who said: "Whatever fails 
to kill you makes you stronger! 

Tips on Pool Training 
Doug Stern, who teaches aquarun­

ning classes for the New York Road 
Runners Club, finds that his students 
not only maintain fitness while train­
ing in the water, they sometimes also 
improve. Stern recommends the fol­
lowing: 

• Train with a purpose. "You 
can't get in the water and space out," 
says Stern, a nationally ranked 
swimmer and triathlete. He recom­
mends using a flotation device to 
suspend yourself in the water, even if 
you're a good swimmer. This allows 
you to work out longer - thus more 
productively. 

• Try intervals. Almost any type 
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of training you do on the roads can 
be duplicated in the pool, Stern says, 
but interval training provides the 
most efficient workout- one you can 
do in 30 minutes or less. 

• Prepare like you would out­
doors. First, warm up with at least 
five minutes of easy " running." Then 
comes the tough stuff. Stern usually 
has his runners go hard/easy in a 
ratio of three to one. Example: 45 
seconds of hard effort followed by 
15 seconds of recovery, repeated 10 
times. 

To increase difficulty during the 
hard segments, you can either 
increase your cadence or your stride 
length. If you're pretty tired by the 
end of the session, you may want to 
do your five-minute cooldown by 
"power walking" in the shall_ow ~nd . 
Finish with some easy sw1mmmg, 
followed by light stretching. 

• Running Tips 
Many runners have a "red line," 

which they exceed only at the risk of 
injury. To avoid future injuries, sub­
stitute aquarunning for some of your 
running. Or you can use it to increase 
your total training time without 
increasing mileage and the pounding 
you get on the road. Water training 
also can be used as a substitute exer­
cise when weather (hot or cold) 
makes running outdoors uncomfort­
able. 0

budget under the auspices of 
USATF, is attempting to strengthen 
the Masters T&F movement by 
bringing the excitement and quality 
of masters competitions to a broader 
audience. 

Many of the spectators observing 
masters exhibition events this year at 
prestigious competitions such as the 
USATF National Indoor Champion­
ships, the Penn Relays, the Pre­
fontaine Classic, and the Olympic 
Trials are getting their very first expo­
sure to our sport. Invariably, they 
come away with high regard for the 
outstanding performances they have 
seen.

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Spring Happenings 

The Kathy Jager substance abuse incident has attracted much attention this 
spring. Our members have voiced their opinions and concerns to me via the 
Internet, National Masters News, and personal phone contact. I appreciate 

their interest and contributing comments, which have been most helpful in my 
efforts to gain the attention and cooperation of our USATF Executive Committee 
and CEO Craig Masback. 

Masback and USATF President Pat 
Rico have been most supportive of my 
actions to emphasize a very real neces­
sity for the IAAF and WAVA to con­
duct appropriate studies and evalua­
tions of pr~sent doping rules and to 
ascertain the validity of these rules as 
they are applied to senior age athletes. 

One Rule Fits All 
The Kathy Jager case has raised a 

genuine concern, especially for wo­
men over the age of 50, who may be 
experiencing hormonal conditions 
requiring special medication to su­
stain a normal healthy life style. 
When IAAF Rule 55 (Control of Drug 
Abuse) was written, I doubt that mas­
ters- and senior-age athletes and their 
medicinal supplement needs were 
taken into consideration. Perhaps the 
authors felt that one set of rules could 
apply to all ages, thus creating prob­
lems that now need to be addressed. 

The USATF Executive Committee 
will address the issue at our July meet­
ing during the Olympic Trials. I will 
head up the discussions and present the 
concerns of masters athletes. I am opti­
mistic that the committee will come 
together in a unified voice and forward 
a recommendation for appropriate 
action by the IAAF. I have no reason to 
expect otherwise. 

During a conference call on June 4, 
the USATF Executive Committee 
voted to approve the Doping Rein­
statement Board's recommendations 
that Kathy Jager receive early rein­
statement. This is subject to her com­
pliance with all applicable IAAF rein­
statement rules. She is aware of this 
and, to my knowledge, is complying 
accordingly.

CEO, Dave Hall, Vice-President of 
National Games, Phil Godfrey, and I, 
met to discuss the future relationship 
of Masters T &F and NSGA. The ensu-, 
ing discussions were productive an"d 
mutually beneficial. ~. 

. We opened the .meetings with an 
agreement on basic philosophy. Both 
organizations are dedicated to promot­
ing healthy lifestyles for everyone by 
promoting good health through sports 
competition programming. Although 
NSGA provides programming for ath­
letes aged 50-plus (no change is con­
templated in lhe foreseeable future) 
and USATF masters 40-plus (sub-mas­
ters 30-39), a workable partnership is 
feasible. 

The founding fathers started the 
masters program to provide opportuni­
ty for track and field competition for 
athletes 40-years-and-older desirous of 
continuing their track activities pri­
marily as a means for healthy, active 
recreation. This concept continues for 
the great majority of our senior ath­
letes and is very much in line with the 
NSGA program. It is not unusual to 
see more and more senior masters (50-
years-plus) participating in Senior 
Olympic competitions. More than 
50% of our membership is NSGA age 
eligible. Partnering with NSGA seems 
quite natural. 

Demonstrated Success 
NSGA is a demonstrated successful 

operation already in place, with capa­
ble national leadership and a highly 
focused marketing program. The 
Senior Olympic Festival, held every 
two years, is a highly recognized 
media attention event that has attracted 
strong participating national sponsor­
ship. 

Our involvement as athletes is 
already strong. A large number of mas­
ters are already Senior Games partici­
pants as active athletes. NSGA is invit­
ing us to participate as the NGB of 
track and field and to administer 

. Senior Games competitions. As com­
pensation for our involvement it has 

- • been agreed that NSGA wili work 
through existing corporate sponsors to 
extend their participation in masters 

programs, primarily our national and 
regional championships. 

Implementation in 2001 
Actual implementation of the part­

DiDonato Claims Princeton Masters 1500 Title 
at 21st Invitational Championships

With a rich history of track and field 

activity at the venue, the first Masters 
Invitational 1500 was held as part of 
the 21st annual Princeton Invitational 
Championships, Princeton, N.J., May 
6. The Princeton Invitational, one of 
the top meets of the 1930s and '40s, 
was restored after a 30-year absence 
and has been a major spring event 
since, a proving ground for modern 
stars such as the O'Sullivans (Marcus 
and Sonia), Moses, Plumer, and 
Holman. 

The Masters Invitational 1500 
included some of the top runners in 
the Northeast. At the start, Chris 
Harkins, 41, towed the field of nine 
through a 64.0 quarter and a 2:14 half, 
with Don DiDonato, 42, Fred 
Kitzrow, 44, and Harry Nolan, 53, 
tightly bunched behind him. Entering 
the third quarter, the pace quickened 
as Dave Van Houten, 41, passed 
Nolan and moved up on the rest of the 
field. On the last lap, DiDonato surged 
past Harkins on the backstretch, 
lengthened his lead, and held on to 

win in 4: 13.8. 
Kitzrow, running one of his best 

ever masters races, slipped by Harkins 
on the straightaway for second place 
(4: 17 .5). Harkins -settled for third 
(4:18.3), with Van Houten fourth 
(4:20.2), and Nolan fifth and the first 
50+ finisher (4:22.2). 

The remaining finishers were Dick 
Green, 52, 4:30.2; Tom Hartshorne, 
47, 4:32.5; Steve Rook, 51, 4:36.4: 
and Joe Guty, 40, 4:40.0. 

One of the biggest fans of the race 
was Bill Weaver, 85, Princeton Class 
of 1934, a fonner 48.0 quarter miler, 
who donated the funds to build the 
new Weaver Track & Field Stadium, 
one of the best college track venues in 
the world. 

The race was co-sponsored by the 
USATF, as part of its "Legends in 
Track" program, designed to improve 
the image of masters T&F in the U.S. 
The race coordinators hope to make 
this an annual event, similar to the 
very successful Hartshorne Masters 
Mile, held each January at Cornell

Stevenson, first W50 in a fast 
37:39, and Patricia Gallagher, second in 
39:29, helped to secure the W50 nation­
al team title. 

In the half-marathon, Francisco 

Gonzales, M40, Spain, with a 68:13, 
was first overall, followed by fellow 
contrymen, C. dl F. Paramo (68:53) and 
S.F. Infestas (69:07). Albert Runger, 
M45, Italy, made the top five with a 
70:09. Fritz Bauman, Germany, added 
the M80 victory (l :57:03) to his win in 
the lOK (49:57). 

In the women's race, Carol Galea, 
W35, Malta, was first with a 77:27. 
Trudi Thomson, W40, Great Britain, 
finished second (78: 16).

Two National Records Fall in British Meets

Nothing stimulates veteran athletes 

more, at this point in the calendar, than 
their traditional county championships 
or the ftrst of the track and field league 
meets. Athletes good enough to enter 
the county championships or be select­
ed by their clubs for a league meet are 
invariably matched against younger, 
faster opponents. Not surprising then to 
see some excellent early season marks, 
particularly from those preparing for 
the XII European Championships in 
Finland at the end of July. 

In the W35 pole vault in the Kent 
County Championships, Crystal Palace, 
May 13-14, Alison Davies raised the 
British record to 3.95, having twice 
cleared 3.70 at earlier meets. When she 
meets up with the British indoor record 
holder at 3.40, Noelle Bradshaw 
Davies may well raise the record t~ 
4.00. Waiting in the wings is a talented 
34-year-old, Angela Newton. 

Joyce Hepher leaped 6.24 on May 13 
for a new W35 long jump record. 

One of Britain's most consistent per­
~ormers, Jenny Brown, although enter­
tog the W40 category just last year, has 
already won numerous world and 
European titles. Competing in the 
championships at Crystal Palace for the 
25th successive year, she was voted top 
meet performer,' winning two gold 
three silver, and two bronze medals: 

clearing 1.55 in the high jump and 
10.28 in the triple jump. 

Nigel Griffin, M50, threw the discus 
45.44 and has an early season shot put 
of 13.21 . Barry Watson, M50, who ran 
in the Montreal Olympics marathon, 
won the 5000 in 17:33.36. 0

Natural Hormone Replacement 

A s a 62-year-old masters track athlete who has been taking natural hormone 
replacement (NHR) therapy since May of 1997, I welcome this opportu­
nity to add some comments to the current controversy regarding Kathy 

Jager's suspension. I may be coming from a somewhat uninformed place, as I 
have not been following the e-group debates that Suzy Hess refers to in her June 
article. However, as co-director of Women's Running Camps - and, thus, as 
someone who is frequently in a position to give women runners advice on 
menopausal symptoms - I have given the whole topic a great deal of study and 
thought. I also am fortunate in being able to obtain advice from Dr. Jerilyn Prior, 
a leading endocrinologist and gynecologist, who has been researching the hor­
monal health of physically active women - endurance athletes in particular - for 
many years. 

Some personal history. I first experi­
enced unwelcome symptoms of 
menopause, mostly hot flashes, night 
sweats and general sleep disturbance, in 
my early 50s. At that time I was pre­
scribed Premarin and Provera. These 
drugs seemed to cause more problems 
than they relieved, including break­
through bleeding. Rather than experi­
ment with different dosages, I decided 

· not to take them at aJI, and to try other 
measures such as increasing my intake 
of soy-based foods . I hadn't been com­
fortable with the idea of taking synthet­
ic drugs anyway (I don' t touch aspirin 
or other NSAIDs), so this was a con­
gruent decision. 

Sleep Disturbance 
However, by the winter of 1997 my · 

sleep problems were becoming increas­
ingly disturbing, and I began my own 
personal research. Among other items, I 
read Dr. Jonathan Wright's book on nat­
ural hormone replacement. To shorten 
the story, I learned that I could obtain 
Tri-Est from Women's International 
Pharmacy. This is a compound that is 
not advertised, because it cannot be 
patented, since it contains the three 

estrogens that occur naturally in a 
woman's body (the exact same molecu­
lar structure, which is not the case with 
Premarin) in the same relative propor­
tions: El (estrone) .25 mg; E2 (estradi­
ol) .25 mg; and E3 (estriol) I mg, the 
standard daily dosage for a post­
menopausal woman. So, Women's 
International makes Tri-Est, and a 
micronized progesterone (also molecu­
larly identical to the progesterone that 
occurs in women's bodies, unlike 
Provera). 

I have taken both these compounds 
for the past three years. I stiJI have 
occasional sleep problems, but none of 
the other symptoms that bothered me 
while taking nothing or taking 
Premarin!Provera. I recommend that all 
women research the difference between 
the synthetics and the natural hor­
mones, rather than just accepting what 
their physician prescribes. In that 
respect, I'm afraid I have to differ with 
one of Kathy Jager's defenses. 

Testosterone Recommended 
At the same time that I obtained the 

prescnpt10ns for the Tri-Est and 
Progesterone, my nurse practitioner

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also prescribed "a small amount" of 
testosterone, saying that it was benefi­
cial for post-menopausal women. I 
explained to her that I was a competi­
tive masters athlete, and would not con­
sider such advice. She explained that 
my current levels were probably so low 
that even if I took her prescription, test­
ing would not indicate abnormal levels. 
I refused to take that chance, and the 
current test results seem to indicate that 
was a lucky and wise decision. 

My point is that it is our responsibil­
ity to know what compounds are 
banned, and to avoid them. 
Interestingly, it is my understanding 
that maintaining our estrogen and 
progesterone levels may actualJy be 
anti-performance enhancing, especially 
progesterone. Raised levels of proges­
terone (such as the young woman 
experiences just before her menstrual 
period) can affect smooth muscle tis­
sue, thus making breathing seem more 
difficult, among other symptoms.

Hardly a d~sj[able outcome for an ath­
lete. However, the benefits of good 
sleep, strong bones, and healthy, com­
fortable relationships outweigh any 
drawback. 

Human Growth Hormone 
While on the subject of banned sub­

stances, I noticed in a Canadian 
"Health" magazine an advertisement 
for a compound containing Human 
Growth Hormone, " to stay young," the 
ad said. And then there are all the other 
supplements out there. Mannatech is 
apparently an official supplier to both 
the Canadian and USATF associations, 
and yet their Sport supplement contains 
"orchic" substances, from bovine 
glands! With these and all kinds of 
other substances being highly market­
ed, the whole area is cloudy, to say the 
least Who knows who's taldng what? I 
do understand that creatine is not 
banned- it's even advertised in NMN 
-but where is the line drawn? 

I agree with Ken Weinbel's state­
ment that there needs to be a review of 
what is natural and healthy for masters 
athletes - men and women - to take in 
the way of supplements. But I predict 
that it's going to be a very difficult task. 
And to Hess, and other women wilh 
whom she may wish to share this, I 
hope you will read Dr. Wright's book, 
and other studies on the use of Tri-Est 
(or similar compounds) rather than Pre­
Mar-In (Pregnant Mare's Urine). 

My sympathies to Kathy Jager. I 
hope she will be more assertive when 
dealing with the advice of physicians 
from now on, particularly those who 
are unfamiliar with the needs and 
requirements of athletes. 0

We, the Southeastern U.S. Masters, 
Inc., have no argument with what was 
reported in Jerry Wojcik's column 
concerning our decision to have ath­
letes thi;ow javelins as specified in the 
2000 tJSATF Rule Book. We also 
fully support the position that it is 
USATF' s responsibility to get the 
"official" rules into the rule book in a 
timely manner. While we were aware 
of the rule change, as board member 
Mike Valle had alerted us to the 
change months before the meet, our 
hands were tied since our entry form 
clearly stated that the 2000 USATF 
Rule Book would be used in conduct­
ing the meet. 

In his response to George Mathew's 
written protest, meet referee Jerome 
Perry stated this fact and explained 
that to do otherwise during the meet 
would be unfair to those competitors 
who counted on participating as the 
entry form stated. 

While Jerry is correct that our meet 
is one of the oldest masters meets in 
the country, many may not be aware 
that it is the oldest continuously-held 
masters meet in the country. This was 
our 30th year. Also, the weight pen­
tathlon was originated at the Southeast 
Masters Meet.

Added to 19(6): " In addition, marks 
set at the following meets directly 
sanctioned by the IAAF, namely the 
Olympic -Games, - IAAF World 
Championships, Grand Piix meets, the 
Commonwealth Games and equivalent 
regional meets, will be accepted when 
the WAVA Records Manager has beeq 
notified and the athlete's age hasJbeen 
confirmed." 

Oause 19(8) will read: " ... together with 
the chainnan of the records committee, 
shall ratify the record, forward the change 
to WAVA's website for publication, and 
also advise regional statisticians." 

The last one is particularly impor­
tant. In discussion with Pete Mundie 
and our " webmaste r" Rex Harvey, it 
has been agreed that in the future , 
whenever a world record is claimed 
the application must be sent by th~ 
regional statistician to both the website 
(to Harvey) and to Mundie. In that 
way, our process becomes visible. If 
the athlete concerned cannot see the 
submission on the website, he/she is 
able to ask why it has not been for­
warded by the regional statistician. If 
t~e application is not accepted at the 
fmal level, remaining · on the 
" received/pending" list, then again an 
explanation must be expected. 

The records will not be listed in the 
~AVA_ handbook, which is now going 
mto pnnt. Instead, Mundie is re-work­
ing records to incorporate, where justi­
fiable, regionally listed marks so far 
excl~de~ by WAVA's by-laws. I will be 
looking mto having a hard copy of up­
to-date ~ecord_s published in early 
2001, m time for Brisbane
